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Introducing SFX Source Configuration

This guide describes the status of different SFX sources and the procedure
required to activate SFX source databases during SFX implementation.

To be able to test and configure the SFX system properly, SFX-enabled sources
(databases from which you start the SEX linking in which SFX buttons appear)
need to be activated. These sources need only be accessible from a few PCs in
the library. Typically, these will be the PCs of the SFX team members or library
staff evaluating the SFX services during the configuration period.

IMPORTANT:
To activate the SFX sources, you must notify database vendors to set the
correct OpenURL's base URL. Database vendor contact information is
included for all sources.

Creating a Test Environment for Aleph/SFX - Optional

In order to create a test environment for Aleph/SFX, it is possible to create a new
Aleph base by the name of SFX01.

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Hiding SFX Buttons in the Production OPAC

The SFX button is displayed by default in the bib level, item level, and course
reserves.

In order to hide SFX-related items, you must comment out the SFX-related items
from the following HTML files:

item-global-body

To comment out the SFX-related items, use the HTML tags <!-- and -->. We
recommend making copies of the original files first, as a backup.

Debugging

You can set up the SFX link to display an interim message window that displays
the OpenURL.

By setting the Z39.50 server address, basic metadata about the record can be
sent to SFX by Aleph on the metadata zone of the OpenURL. Additional
metadata about the record can be retrieved using a Z39.50 fetch in SFX.

6 Restart the Web server from the command prompt:

To configure versions later than Aleph 15 as an SFX source, perform the
same procedure as for Aleph 15.

Creating a Test Environment for Aleph/SFX - Optional

In order to create a test environment for Aleph/SFX, you can create a new Aleph
base called SFX01. SFX01 is a logical database that accesses the original Aleph
database, but has different Web pages that include the SEX button in the bib
level and item level.

The same procedure can be used in order to create a test environment for the
course reserve database.

Google Scholar

Introduction

Google Scholar (http://scholar.google.com) supports the inclusion of OpenURLs
in its search results to facilitate access to scholarly articles for library patrons
through institutional link resolvers such as SFX.

There are two ways in which users may view OpenURL links from Google
Scholar results.

B Libraries register with Google Scholar. Through registration, all users from
IP ranges registered by their librarian will automatically have OpenURL
links. This serves all on-campus users.

B Users are able to select their institutional affiliation as a preference in Google
scholar. This serves off-campus users.

Library registration for Google Scholar OpenURL-enabling is accomplished by
the completion of two tasks in the SFEX Administration module:

B Export active getFullTxt portfolios to create data files that Google Scholar
harvests from the local SFX server. This export capability is available from
the SFX Export tool in SEXAdmin.

The export files used by Google to specifically indicate in the Google Scholar
search results when electronic full text is available from the end user's
institutional library.

B Provide library-specific registration information via a form accessible in
SFXAdmin under the header Services. This registration includes library
contact and base_URL details as well as the location of the holdings data file
and is made available to Google Scholar by Ex Libris.

Google Scholar Set-Up Instructions

This section describes the set-up instructions for Google Scholar.

Defining Access for Google Crawling

Your holdings information is made available to Google Scholar via a CGI
created especially for this purpose: get_file.cgi. Access to the CGl is
restricted via a config file, located at /exlibris/sfx_ver/sfx4_1/
<instance>/config/get_file_restriction.config_
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By default, this configuration file contains only the IP addresses of the Ex Libris
Boston and Jerusalem offices and IP addresses of the Google Scholar team. This
means that the holdings files are viewable only to these parties.

NOTE:
If you have not applied SP 4.1.4, add the following IP address to this
configuration file: 74.217.12.52

A file called robots.txt allows the Google Scholar institutional access crawler
to have access to the holdings data on the SFX server, but keeps all of Google's
other crawlers out. This prevents the institution’s holdings files from
accidentally appearing on_ www.google.com, where potentially unintended
users can look at the cached copy and thus bypass the institution's
authentication. Although this scenario is unlikely, it is not impossible.

You need to place the file robots. txt in the correct location on the server. It
suffices for all instances on the server.

To place the robots.txt file on the server:

1 Logon as sfxglb4l.
2 Typecw.
3 Typecd proxy/htdocs/

4 Check if the robots. txt file exists in this directory by typing Is. If the file
exists, no changes need to be made. If the robots. txt file does not exist,
copy the file from the home directory of the sfxglb41 instance to the
current directory:

cp /exlibris/stx _ver/stx4_1/sfxglb4l/home/robots.txt .

The Google Scholar holdings files are created in the export directory of your
instance (/exlibris/sfx_ver/sfx4_1/<instance>/export). The export file is
an XML file which includes ISSN, ISBN, title, author, and coverage information.
The names of any of your active targets and target services (that is, the provider)
are not included in the file.

As per Google's instructions, the complete XML file is split into multiple smaller
tiles and compressed by default (using gzip) for faster download by the Google
Scholar crawling engine. The complete uncompressed file, however, is also
created and remains in the SFX instance export directory (together with the new
split files), since the complete file can also be used by Primo Central and other
systems.

Note that it is possible to schedule a regular generation of the holdings files via
the server_admin_util tool in the UNIX file system for the instance. In this
way, the library will always be making a fresh file of its holdings, available for
the Google Scholar crawlers.

To generate holdings files via the server_admin_util tool:

1 Log on to the UNIX server as an instance user.

2 Type dato move to the /exlibris/sfx_ver/sfx4_1/<instance>/admin
directory.

3 Type ./server_admin_util to start the tool.

4  Select option 9 Export GOOGLE institutional holdings file.

General Information

Once Google has crawled the registration file generated by the registration
process and the institution's holdings files, you should be able to start using
Google Scholar as an SFX source and see getFullText indicators for SFX
electronic journals in the Google Scholar results list.
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NOTE:
It may require up to seven days before the crawling begins. Contact
Google if you have any questions or problems with this part of the
process.

Introduction

SFX is a linking technology that permits context-sensitive linking between
various Web resources and allows libraries to combine electronic resources to
function as a cohesive, one-stop reference system. Such resources include full
text, abstracting, indexing and citation databases, online library catalogs,
interlibrary loan and document delivery systems, search engines, and other
Web resources.

EBSCOhost is currently SFX-enabled and EBSCOhost customers who purchase
SFX are able to configure their systems to allow SFX links to be embedded into
EBSCOhost search results. They can also link from their library SFX linking
server to full text on EBSCO Online or in EBSCOhost databases. EBSCO has
implemented true bi-directional linking with SFX.

The following sections outline the steps for library administrators to follow in
order to enable bi-directional links between EBSCOhost and their SFX server.
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Setting Up Links from EBSCOhost to the Library
SFX Server

Setting Up Links With EBSCO

Library administrators should contact EBSCO Publishing technical support
either by sending an e-mail to epteche@pnet.com or calling (800) 758-5995 and
notifying EBSCO Publishing technical support that they have an SFX server
installed and would like to enable a link from EBSCOhost databases to their SFX
server. Library administrators should provide EP tech support with the
following information:

The base URL for the library’s SFX server (base URL is unique for each
library customer):_http://servername:port/sfx_local. This is the name of the
library’s SFX server, port number, and SFX database.
