Notes:

The Summon Admin Console page appears.  From the Settings main menu, scroll down to the Alma Links menu on the left hand side.  This is where you’ll configure the 4 Alma-specific links which appear at the top of the Summon UI, and in the “hamburger” menu off to the right. 

Note that all 4 of these links will be enabled by default so you’ll have to disable them manually. 

· My Account: Prompts users to authenticate to view information such as their requests, fines, fees, loans, etc. 

· Journal Search: Replaces the A-Z list formerly used in 360 Services and Intota.

· Blank Interlibrary Loan Form: Replaces the request or resource link in Summon or the ILL Form in 360 Link. 

· Fetch it (Citation Linker): Executes an OpenURL query to identify full-text access options in Alma. 


These links can be customized in two ways: 

First, you can change the display label by changing the setting to “Custom,” and then typing in the desired label name. This change will be reflected to users in the Summon UI. Second, you can disable any of these links by moving the tiles from the Enabled list to the Disabled list.  You can also configure the order in which the enabled links will appear on the Summon page by dragging and dropping them in the desired order.  The links will display left to right in the Summon UI, and first to last in the “hamburger” menu. 

Note that it is NOT possible to change the path of any of these links. My Account and ILL links will direct users to the Services Page, where they’ll be prompted to log into their account. 

In this example, you can see that the labels for My Account and Journal Search have not changed from the default setting.  But these 2 links have been enabled, as the tiles have been moved to the Enabled column.  

Note also that the Journal Search tile is located above the My Account tile, which will indicate the order in which they will appear on the Summon page and in the hamburger menu.

You can also see that they have both been enabled, while the Blank ILL Form and Fetch It Citation Linker have not been enabled, and are visible in the Disabled column.

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1.5 Summon Page Links

On the Summon page you can see the links to Journal Search and My Account, just as they were configured in Admin Console previously shown. 

Notice also that the Journal Search link appears in front of the My Account link as it was configured for both the Summon page and the “hamburger” menu. 

A couple of additional things to know about the Journal Search. The search is limited in content type to journals only, so there is no database or EBook search capability like there was in the 360 Services and Intota A-Z List/E-Journal Portal.  And there is no browse function, as it’s a journal search function only. 
Hamburger Menu (Slide Layer)
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1.6 Blank ILL and Citation Linker
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Notes:

The Blank ILL Form directs a user to the Services Page, where they’ll be prompted to log in to their account prior to submitting a request. The form itself is configured in Alma, as discussed in the Alma-Summon Interoperability session. 

The Citation Linker is an OpenURL generator for a known-item search, similar to the Citation linker your library might be familiar with through 360 Link. 

Searches executed through the Citation linker resolve against holdings that are activated in Alma, not records in the Summon Index.  We recommend that when a user has a citation they start their search in Summon, where they’ll be provided with a direct link to the full-text where available.
